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ABSTRACT

Left indentation should be 0,95, while right indentation 1.04. Abstract title must be Arial 11, bold and centered. Abstract must comply with APA norms, detailed in the website of the journal ( http://psychnology.org/255.php)

Keywords: Keywords are your own designated keywords, separated by commas. Please use a 9-point Arial font, centered, same margins as the Abstract. Single line spacing.
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1. Introduction 

This document describes the format for submissions to PsychNology Journal. Please read also http://207.210.83.249/psychnology/index.php?page=authors for additional guidelines about submission content and procedure. Submissions accepted for publications must comply with these guidelines. To facilitate formatting operations, we would suggest to use this sample Word document and replace the content with yours, by pasting it with ‘no formatting’. 

2. Page Size

Each page should begin 3.00 cm from the top of the page and end with 3.00 cm from the bottom. The right and left margins should be 3.00 cm as well. Text, tables and figures are all justified in the page

3. Typeset Text

3.1 Normal or Body Text
The body text is 11 Arial font.  Right margins are justified, not ragged. When setting the paragraph format please specify a first line indentation of 0,25 cm. Line spacing should always be 1.5 lines. Both UK and US English can be used, provided that they are adopted coherently throughout the whole submission. To this goal, it is useful to select the whole content of the submission, set the preferred language for it, and then use the automatic corrector to check inconsistencies. 
Verbatim quotations are reported within quotation marks. The authors’ names, the year of publication, and the exact pages of the quotation are reported after it, in parenthesis (e.g., : Black and Burisch, 2011, p. 212). If in-text quotations are longer than 40 words, they are put on a new line, Arial 11-points, 1.5 lines spaced, 1.0 cm left indented. 
For in-text citations, use surname list followed by publication year. When several works are cited within the same pair of brackets, please order them by initial letter of the first author. For works by three to five authors, all authors names should be listed the first time a work is cited; subsequent citations can be cited with the first author's name followed by ‘et al.’ Works by six or more auhtors can be always cited in the text by first author's name followed by ‘et al.’. For other specific cases, please refer to APA style. For works by two or more authors, the last authors is preceeded by ‘and’ in in-text citations without a comma before ‘and’ (for instance, Ruby and Fulton, 1993), and by ‘&’in the reference section with a comma before ‘&’ (for instance, Ruby, J., & Fulton, C., 1993). 
3.2 Paper title, Authors and Headings

The paper title (Arial 16), authors' names and surnames (Arial 12) and the affiliations’ table (Arial 11) are centered. Authors’ names (complete names: First Name followed by Last Name) are separated by commas; in case of multiple authors, the last name is preceded by “and” without any comma. Each surname is followed by a symbol connecting the person with his/her affiliation, which is preceded by the same symbol; the corresponding author has an additional symbol, connected with the contact information in the first page footnote.

In-text headings are Arial 11, bold. Level-1 headings (preceded by a single number, for instance “3. Heading”) are preceded by 2 paragraph marks, spaced 1.5 lines each, and followed by 1 paragraph mark spaced 1.5 lines. They have no indentation on the left. Level-2 headings (preceded by two figures, the former being the Level1 section number and the latter being the section’s own number, for instance “3.2 Heading”) are preceded by one paragraph mark spaced 1.5 lines
, have a 0,25 cm indentation and no line spacing afterwards. Level-3 Headings are Italics, with no number before them.

In the headings, words following a colon start with a capital letter.

3.3 Table and Figures

Tables/Figures are numbered progressively regardless of the section in which they appear. They are centered in the page and accompanied by a legend. See also
http://psychnology.org/255.php#Tables.

	
	
	
	

	
	
	
	


Table 1/Figure 1. Table/Figure captions (Arial 10-points) are centered,  positioned beneath the related Table/Figure and single-line spaced.

Please note that in case of images no line-space needs to be used to separate the image from the footnote. On the contrary, in case of tables please use a line-space of 1.5 to separate the table from the footnote. For images, graphs etc the term ‘Figure’ is used. Figures and tables must be referred to in the text.
3.4 Page Numbering

Please do not include page numbers in your submission. 

4. Acknowledgments

Acknowledgments will be inserted at the end of the paper, right before the Reference section. In case the work benefited from funding, the name of the funding organization must be mentioned, according to the Journal transparency policy.
5. References 

Please, check the most recent issue of PNJ to find out the correct formatting of a specific type of reference (article, chapter, proceeding). They all comply with the APA Formatting and Style Guide for references and in-text citations
(http://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/resource/560/01/; for electronic material:
http://www.apastyle.org/elecref.html). The references are Arial 11-points, justified,1.5 lines spaced. Please insert a hanging of 0,5 cm, as in the examples below:
